The recent USA _tour - BOOGALOO pt. 2 featuring drummer Lee Agnew was apparently a great success, selling out
several concerts leaving many fans very happy. Nazareth shared the stage with various acts including Blue Oyster Cult, Lynyrd
Skynyrd and Foghat. Skynyrd are promoting a new album while Foghat are subject to a reissue campaign by Castle Music. Sadly the
tour was cut short because of planning problems but the band will have visited Russia during November. Planned are 10 dates and
various promotional interviews and autographing sessions. Boogaloo is still receiving airplay in the USA and is generally well
reviewed. I am still awaiting reports from both USA legs and Russia. Contributions to the newzletter welcome.

Castle Music Ltd (formerly Castle Communications) have recently issued the last five remaining back catalogue on the
Essential label. All are picture discs with extra tracks and sleeve notes.
The albums, pictured opposite, are:-
Nazareth, Exercises, Play’N"The Game, 2 XS and Sound Elixir.
Expect a 2 CD anthology around Easter 2000. A full box set is expected to follow, hopefully to feature many unreleased tracks. Still in
the planning stages, further details next issue.

Manny Charlton, original member and former guitarist / songwriter, has put a new band together in Texas, and has 2 new
CDs in the pipeline, titled Taster and Bravado. For further information check out the Manny Charlton Column later in this issue and
the intemet.

Bruce Watson, guitarist with Scottish band Big Country, has just released a solo album. The Nazareth connection? Singer
on 4 tracks is Stevie Agnew - one of 3 sons of Naz bassist Pete (son Lee is currently drumming in Naz should you need reminding). One
track, The Days' was co-written by Watson and Dan McCafferty, while the Malice track 'Holiday' is also covered. The sleeve notes
give Naz many a mention, including the fact that Brian Charlton (brother of Manny) once stayed next door to Brian. I've just been sent
a photocopy of the CD inlay. Once I receive a full CD I'll give it a full review.
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
